The Hebrews Series Part III:  God Becomes a Man

Today we take a look at the Humanity of Jesus 

Most Christians believe that God became a man in the person of Jesus, but most do not know WHY!  As we study our text together let’s see if we can see why. 

Let’s read together our text: Hebrews 2:5-18 

As we do let’s highlight those sections which speak of the Humanity of Christ 

Discussion Question:  According to verse 9 “For what purpose was Jesus “made a little lower than the angels?  

According to verses 10 and 11 Jesus had to become part of the human family in order to suffer for us on the cross.  As part of the Human family Jesus is now “Our brother” and He is not ashamed to call you and I his brothers and sisters! 

How does that made you feel?  

Verse 14 and 15 are key verses in our study:  

14 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might break the power of him who holds the power of death—that is, the devil— 15 and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death

Question: In the Garden of Eden:  Did God give authority to Adam and Eve over the Devil?   

Question:  What happened to that authority when Adam and Eve fell?  

Insight:  Jesus had to become “Flesh and Blood” in order make his battle with the devil “A fair fight”.  Since the weaknesses in Adam and Eve’s flesh and blood led to their downfall, Jesus had to display strength through his “flesh and blood” to regain man’s delegated authority over the devil.  

Verse 15 describes “Those who, all their lives, where held in slavery by their fear of death”  

Question:  
From your observation is this true of the people in our world?  

How does Jesus deliver us from the “Fear of Death”?  

How Jesus Helps us: Hebrews 2:18 says: 

Because he himself suffered when he was tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted

Our study on Sunday morning concluded with two ways in which God “Helps” us.  

1. God helps us when we are tempted:  Read 1 Corinthians 10:13-14.  What insights do we gain from this scripture?  

2. God has helped us by recovering the authority we lost over our lives when Adam fell in the garden.  
Through Him we can now “Reign in Life” again 

Romans 5:17  For if, by the trespass of the one man, death reigned through that one man, how much more will those who receive God’s abundant provision of grace and of the gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man, Jesus Christ!

What does it mean to “Reign in life through Jesus Christ?”  

Let’s discuss this before we pray:  

Prayer:  God, grace us to “fully receive your grace and the gift of righteousness so that we can reign in life, through Jesus Christ who lives in us.  Give us the confidence we need to take life by the horns and exert your authority over it, so that the outcome will be blessing and increase, in Jesus Name….Amen
