Hebrews [God Speaks]

“In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at various times and in many ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by His Son.”  Hebrews is a book about Jesus.  It paints a beautiful portrait of who Jesus is, “the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being.”  If there is any question as to who God is, we find the answer in Jesus Christ.  Hebrews tells us that God has revealed himself to the world.  He is not distant, hiding off in the shadows.  What can be known about him has been made plain through his Son, Jesus Christ.  Join us as we explore the revelation of Jesus Christ through the book of Hebrews.

· The book of Hebrews begins with these words “God spoke.”  Describe how God has spoken to his people in the past.  How does this compare to the unique way he has spoken through his Son?

· Have you ever heard God speak into your life?  How has God spoken to you in the past and which way comes across more clearly (eg. Through scripture, through prayer, through a dream)?
Hebrews 1
 1 In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at many times and in various ways, 2 but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through whom also he made the universe. 3 The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word. After he had provided purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven.
· What does it mean that the son is “the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being? How is this different from the description of humankind in general given in Genesis 1:27?

· Deism suggests that god is like a watchmaker, who, after crafting 
a timepiece, winds it up and leaves it to run on its own.  This passage from Hebrews suggests something quite the opposite.  How does the idea that God is intimately involved in the world he created shape one’s worldview?   

· How did Jesus provide purification for sins?  What is the significance to the detail that he “sat down”?

· We can convince ourselves that God loves some future version of who we are, however, if Christ has finished the work of our purification on the cross, then what more is there for us to do?
Application this week
Rather than asking God to speak to you this week about a particular issue, or to offer guidance in a particular area of your life in which you are seeking direction, consider focusing on this question.  How has God already revealed himself to me through his Son Jesus Christ?  In what ways has life clouded my view of Christ and made it difficult for me to follow him?
