Hebrews [Streams in the Wilderness]

“In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at various times and in many ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by His Son.”  Hebrews is a book about Jesus.  It paints a beautiful portrait of who Jesus is, “the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being.”  If there is any question as to who God is, we find the answer in Jesus Christ.  Hebrews tells us that God has revealed himself to the world.  He is not distant, hiding off in the shadows.  What can be known about him has been made plain through his Son, Jesus Christ. Jesus Temptation

Because of the wilderness he was not afraid of anything.
· What is it about the wilderness that makes it God’s chosen place for preparation (i.e Israel in the wilderness, Moses in the wilderness, Jesus in the wilderness)?

· Have you ever intentionally sought out a wilderness journey?  What was that experience like for you?  What led you to seek it our in the first place? 

Isaiah 43:18-19
“Forget the former things;   do not dwell on the past.  19 See, I am doing a new thing!  Now it springs up; do you not perceive it?  I am making a way in the wilderness  and streams in the wasteland.”
