Hebrews [Word of God]

“In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets at various times and in many ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by His Son.”  Hebrews is a book about Jesus.  It paints a beautiful portrait of who Jesus is, “the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being.”  If there is any question as to who God is, we find the answer in Jesus Christ.  Hebrews tells us that God has revealed himself to the world.  He is not distant, hiding off in the shadows.  What can be known about him has been made plain through his Son, Jesus Christ.  Join us as we explore the revelation of Jesus Christ through the book of Hebrews.
Hebrews 4
12 For the word of God is alive and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give account.
The phrase “the word of God” is translated from the Greek word “Logos”

Logos “Of speech; a word uttered by a living voice.  The embodiment of a conception, or idea.”

· In the gospel of John, Jesus is described as the “word” made flesh (Jn. 1:1-14).  Explain in your own words the significance of this description of Jesus.
Jesus, the word made flesh, comes to dwell with his creation.  However, after revealing himself as the Son of God, then verifying this claim by rising from the dead, he ascends into heaven leaving his disciples wondering what comes next.  What do you do when Jesus is no longer with you?  The answer… wait.

· Read John 12:49-50 and John 16:12-13.  Compare what Jesus says about himself and how he describes the Holy Spirit.
