The Hebrews Series  Text: Heb 5:10-6:20    Richard Vicknair 

In our text today we are going to find some strong words of exhortation about dedication, diligence, hard work, patience and perseverance. 

In our Sunday Message we heard that 

The gospel is both soft and severe

Sometimes it kisses and caresses and cuddles us  

And sometimes it is a good swift kick in the behind

2 Questions:  


1.  Do you agree with that? 


2.  Can you or are you willing to handle the severe side? 

Let’s Read:  Have a volunteer read Hebrews 5:10-14 

In verse 11 the writer indicates that the people were once “Trying to Understand” but now they weren’t”  He scolds them for not “Growing up spiritually to become ‘teachers’”  They were back in elementary school.  

Group Discussion:  

What, in your opinion would be some of the reasons for the growth of a Christian to be stunted?  

In verse 14 the writer indicates that one of the definitions of a Mature Christian is learning to distinguish between good and evil.    

Question:  What does this mean?  What are some of the practical  applications of distinguishing good from evil? 

Let’s Read:  Have a volunteer read Hebrews 6:1-3 
Here the writer is encouraging us to “Move Beyond” the Elementary Teachings about Christ 

The elementary things would be things like:   

Repentance, salvation, Baptism in Water and the Holy Spirit

Discussion Question: 

What things in your opinion would lie beyond the elementary things?  What is the difference between being a “babe in the Lord” and being a “full grown son or daughter?” 

Hebrews 6:4-8 is controversial passage.  Let’s read it again and briefly discuss it.  But let’s not get bogged down in it.  Some of you may remember how Pastor Vicknair felt about it.  You may see it differently, but I trust that each of us can at least be challenged by this passage to press on and not turn back.  

Let’s Read and Discuss Hebrews 6:9-12 
Underline the “Words of encouragement in the passage and share them with the group” 

Verse 12 speaks of “Inheriting what has been promised” 

Here are a few examples of “What we have been Promised” 

· The promise of Eternal life

· The promise of intimacy with Him

· The promise of His love  

· The promise of an abundant life 

· The promise of His rest

· The promise to provide for our needs 

· The promise of victory over the devil and sin  

· The promise of a purposeful life 

· The promise of His direction and guidance 

· The promise of His peace 

According to verse 12 what the two essential qualities must we have if we are going to obtain our fill inheritance in Christ: 

Why is Faith important? 


What is the result of disbelief? 

Why is Patience important


What is the result of impatience?
