The Hebrews Series – The House of God

Richard Vicknair – Text Hebrews 3:1-6

Today we look at some contrasts:   

· The Contrast Between Moses and Jesus 

· The Contrast Between Old Testament Life and New 

· The Contrast Between:  Being a Faithful Servant in God’s House vs Being a Faithful Son in God’s House 
First Let’s Read Hebrews 3:1 and absorb its message 

“Therefore, holy brothers, who share in the heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on Jesus, the apostle and high priest whom we confess”

Discussion Questions: 

1. Why are we called “Holy Brothers” 

2. What is a “Heavenly Calling” and Who do we share it with? 
3. What does it mean to “Fix our eyes on Jesus?” 
Let’s read again Albert Barnes explanation of why Hebrews was written.  It will help us understand Hebrews Better: 

“The Jews valued their religion on many accounts.  One was that it had been given to them by distinguished prophets sent from God and by the medium of Angels.  The writer of Hebrews in previous chapters had shown that, in these respects, the Christian Faith had a great advantage over theirs because in had been communicated by One who was superior to any of the prophets and who had a rank above the angels.  Next to this the Jews valued their religion because it was imparted by a law-giver so eminent as Moses—a man more distinguished than any other on earth.  To him they looked with pride as the founder of their economy and the medium through whom God had given them their peculiar laws.  Next to him, their high priest was the most important functionary in the nation.  He was at the head of their religion and served to distinguish it from all others.  They had no conception of any form of true religion unless the office of high priest was recognized.  The writer of Hebrews therefore proceeds to show, that in these respects, the Christian Faith had lost nothing, but had a great advantage in that it was founded by One superior to Moses and that Christ, as high priest, was superior by far to the high priest of the Jews.”

Now Let’s Read together Hebrews 3:2-3

Both Jesus and Moses are called Faithful, but Jesus is worthy of more honor, because the builder of a house has more honor than the house?  

Discussion Question: 

What does this mean to you:  “The builder of the house has more honor than the house?”  

Now have someone read the rest of our text: Hebrews 3:3-6 

This text speak of “The House of God” and Verse 6 tells us precisely what or who this “House is”  Who does it say the House is? 

Some food for thought: 

Your life is God’s House, God is building your  life

He is the owner of your life, He is the occupant of your life 
And who are you in this house?  


Perhaps:  A faithful Servant in the house? 

An Interesting way to view your life isn’t it?  Let’s discuss this!   

Now this text is not just a contrast between Jesus and Moses 

It is a contrast between:  A faithful Son and a Faithful Servant 

· The Faithful Servant illustrates – Old Testament Life 
· The Faithful Son illustrates – New Testament Life 

Let’s read together a Key passage of scripture on Sonship

Galatians 4: 4-7  What does this Scripture say that we are?  

The Big Question:  

What would be the differences between a faithful servant who serves in God’s House and A faithful Son who serves in God’s house?  
Our Text concludes with the words:  And we are his house, “if” we hold on to our courage and the hope of which we boast.

· In what way does it take courage to live as a faithful Son in God’s House 
· Why do we need to hold onto our hope?  

Let’s pray for the courage to live out these truths.
